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I am sure we will all reflect on the first quarter of this new year with interest, and for
some time to come. The political circumstances are unfamiliar and have impacted
on the decision making of our clients. For some it has been a time for indecision
and others it has provided a renewed interest in Canberra’s role as the home of the
Australian Government. Only time will tell how our market settles down to the new
arrangements.

The Bureau was invited to contribute to the Chief Ministers roundtable on the ACT
Taxi Review. We supported the PriceWaterhouseCoopers draft report
recommendations concerning a ‘catch up’ of 30-50 new licenses to increase supply
and the establishment of a formula for assessing the adequacy of license numbers
on an annual basis. We also respect the need for taxi drivers and operators to earn
a reasonable return on their investment and fare pricing needs to reflect this.

We were delighted to announce the win of the International Symposium of
Biomechanics in Swimming (BMS2014) event by The AIS as the first in a recent
series of international events secured for Canberra. This result is an outcome of our
THINK CANBERRA strategy. We welcomed the International Mint Directors
Conference during late September, and by all accounts this was a highly successful
conference, and we look forward to welcoming to Canberra the 1st International
Conference on Translational Medicine as the first of its kind in the world. These
events are testament of what can be achieved for Canberra when we play to our
strengths.
